Two of the compact 6K16 switches can be mounted side-by-side in a 19” rack for redundancy and hot backup systems in mission-critical applications.  Roughly the size of a hardback novel (24.1cm H x 22.2cm W x 4.4cm D), the Magnum 6K16 can be configured with any of the telecommunications industry DC power options, including dual source -48VDC.
